BAKHITA…Conformed to the image of the Son 
When we look at Bakhita for the first time, we have 
the feeling of plunging into an adventure, in search 
of a humanity that has remained in the original 
state; we experience the rapture of having touched 
the primitive imprint of the creature who comes 
from God’s hands. Then new attitudes and deeper 
convictions follow. The search is filled with wonder 
and the inquiry is transformed into contemplation. 
We then understand how human nature, simple as it 
is, can only be a hypothesis, an abstraction. The true, 
concrete man willed by God is Jesus, and all those 
who belong to him are destined to be conformed to 
his image. “He has chosen us in Him before the 
foundation of the world (Eph. 1:4)”. And so there is 
no need to search for what is genuinely natural in 
man, but rather they are what St. Augustine called 
the “seeds of the Word”. A special divine election 
has called Bakhita to be like the “Man of Sorrows”, 
who knew suffering (Is. 53:3b), even before becom-
ing fully Christian through baptism. Ill-treated, she 
let herself be humiliated and did not open her 
mouth (Is.53:7a). The experience of the young slave 
is explained by the Pauline expression: For the crea-
tion waits with eager longing for the revealing of the 
sons of God (Rm.8:19,22). And in this suffering, we 
can contemplate the absolute primacy of the salvific 
action of God and the wonderful correspondence He 
finds in the one who is ready to follow Him gener-
ously. During the special Congress on February 28, 
1978, although the 50 or more years of Bakhita’s reli-
gious life is proof of her heroism, we should not for-
get the period of slavery which was a concrete part 
of her life. It is not just merit but the virtues that 
Bakhita practiced in her childhood and youth can be 
defined as heroic in the Christian sense.

THE FOLLOWING MAY BE HELPFUL  
IN PREPARING FOR LENT: 

 ABSTINENCE:  Everyone fourteen years of age 
and older is bound to abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, the Fridays of Lent and Good Friday. 
 

 FAST:  Everyone eighteen years of age and older, 
but under the age of sixty is also bound to fast on 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. 
 

            On these two days, the law of fast allows only 
one full meal a day, but does not prohibit taking 
some food during the day, so long as this does not 
constitute another full meal.  Drinking liquids dur-
ing the day is permitted.  When health or ability to 
work would be seriously affected, the law does not 
oblige.  In doubt concerning fast or abstinence, a 
priest assigned to pastoral ministry or confessor 
should be consulted.  In the spirit of penance, the 
faithful should not lightly excuse themselves from 
this obligation.
